HISTORIC PRESERVATION COMMISSION

CORRECTING & ADOPTING THE RECORD OF PROCEEDINGS (HPC)
Mr. Bagocius moved to approve the October 18, 2007 meeting minutes, seconded by Mr. Workman.  ROLL:  Yes, ALL.  
NEW BUSINESS
Mr. Dorman stated Kristin Stacey, a Northwest High School student who is a cheerleader, on the National Honor Society, a finalist for Olde Canal Days Queen and as part of the selection process for that she prepared a video on the history of Canal Fulton.     The committees commented on the nice job that Ms. Stacey did on the video.
Mr. Bagocius asked about the status of the gas station and Campbell Oil purchasing it.   Mr. Belford stated he hasn’t heard anything from Campbell Oil and hasn’t been able to contact anyone at the company.  Mr. Belford did report that Bjaam had been on site doing testing and that he received a call from a title company inquiring about the zoning for the property.  

Mr. Hopper stated that historically they cancel the December meeting for HPC and Planning.  Mr. Dorman moved to cancel the December Historic Preservation Commission meeting, seconded by Mr. Workman.  ROLL:  Yes, ALL.  
Mr. Workman moved to cancel the December Planning Commission meeting, seconded by Mr. Schwendiman.  ROLL:  Yes, ALL.

PLANNING COMMISSION

CORRECTING & ADOPTING THE RECORD OF PROCEEDINGS (PLANNING COMMISSION)

Mr. Workman moved to approve the meeting minutes of October 18,  2007, seconded by Mayor Grogan.  ROLL:  Yes, ALL.  

OLD BUSINESS 
James Rosenblatt, Fulton Landings-Final Plat Approval:    Mr. Dorman stated there were some administrative issues that needed taken care of and they did not find any technical issues.   The lot numbers need to be added.  

Administrative Issues are as follows: 
Construction Agreement – Could not find one that existed currently.    Sometimes they are bonded up front and other times they are bonded for what remains to be completed.  In this case, the agreement would be between the owner and the City agreeing that the developer to commit to completing the project within certain period of time and if he doesn’t, then there is a bond sufficient to provide monies for the City or someone else to complete the project.   He stated in this case, a majority of the project is done but there are still some remaining items.   The agreement needs signed and a bond to cover the remaining items, plus there is a two year maintenance period required by the City in case anything fails and needs corrected and there might be some other inspections that come up during that period.  
The two year bond begins once the improvements are accepted.  

Mr. Rosenblatt stated the utilities are in the ground and awaiting the Ohio Edison to complete their part.  The gas will not be in until the electric is finished.  
Mr. Rosenblatt stated the homes are going to be one floor and there will be several plans to choose from.   He is going to be getting some plans from the architect and will then submit them to the Zoning Department.   He stated it is the same house that he showed a couple years ago.   
Mr. Workman moved to approve the final plat, subject to the Engineer’s recommendations, seconded by Mayor Grogan.  ROLL:  Yes, ALL.  
Mr. Dorman stated once he gets the construction agreement,  he will submit it to the Interim Law Director to review.   

Mr. Dorman stated they have submitted an application for a grant to improve the culvert on Erie/High Street where the flooding occurs and there is a possibility for a new surface all the way to Northwest Schools, so there may be some changes at the front of the entrance of the development.  He stated if they are going to put up signage, they may want to check with the City on the status of the project.  
Mr. Rosenblatt stated they are trying to coordinate with Ohio Edison on  moving a pole on Erie and having them move it a little to the northeast, which is still within the confines of the right of way of the property.   He stated if that is moved, they may want them to modify the grade and would like to have approval to work through the engineer’s office.   

Mr. Dorman stated he would have to  get a street opening permit.  

Mr. Workman asked how they were going to eliminate the problem of the gas company going through the sewer lines during installation.   Mr. Rosenblatt stated they will watch this closely.   All the lines will be put in conduit, which is already installed.  
Swimming Pool Ordinance:  Mr. Hopper stated he wanted to bring up the issue again for members to review.  He said as he looks at it, he sees that they would just need to change it from 48” to 30”.  

Mr. Belford stated the way the ordinance is currently written, they don’t have any jurisdiction until the sidewall is 48”.  The soft sided pools that are appearing all over town, we do not have jurisdiction over.   If the height requirement is dropped to 30”, then we can require them to get a permit and enforce fencing.    Mr. Hopper stated most are taken down in the winter and put back up in the summer.  
Mr. Workman stated if the height requirement is the only thing that needs changed, to give it to the Law Director, and then they can pass it at the January meeting.  Mr. Belford stated he would have sample legislation for the January meeting.
