CONDITIONAL USE
Mr. Denny Zbinden & Ms. Darlene Reader, 2028 S. Locust St (Skill Challenge Arcade)

Mr. Mike Jochovski, 2219 S. Locust Street (Arcade)
Mr. Hopper stated they have received two conditional use applications.  They will have to advertise for a public hearing within 30 days.  They have thirty day to consider any conditions that they would like to apply to the applications.  Mr. Hopper will be contacting the Law Director regarding questions about the proposed machines.  Mr. Workman asked for a point of clarification if the application is for conditional use, do they have to accept it under zoning?  Mr. Hopper stated yes, although under conditional use if is doesn’t pass as a conditional use, then it is accepted.  
There were concerns regarding the type of machines they want to put in the arcade.  Mr. Bagocius stated he would contact the State Attorney General Office and request information.  Mrs. Downing suggested consulting with Attorney Eric Williams, Pelini & Associates and Chief Frisone.  

Mr. Hopper requested that the Clerk of Council fax the conditional use applications to Attorney Eric Williams, Law Director Dale Kincaid and Chief David Frisone and to request the attendance of Attorney Williams at the public hearing.  The public hearing will be on March 15, 2007, the next scheduled Planning Commission.
