HISTORIC PRESERVATION COMMISSION

CORRECTING & ADOPTING THE RECORD OF PROCEEDINGS (HPC)
Mr. Workman  moved to approve the November 15, 2007 meeting minutes, seconded by Mr. Dorman.  ROLL:  Yes,  Mr. Hopper,  Mr. Workman, Mr. Dorman and Mr. Bagocius.  Abstain:  Mr. Browne, Mr. Downing and Mrs. Downing.    
NEW BUSINESS
Paul Bagocius, 451 E. Cherry Street - (Construct a Patio Behind the House, Using Sandstone in a Flagstone Pattern):  Mr. Bagocius stated they are possible going to put a decorative fencing up as well.   It will be constructed of brick or brick/wrought iron.   It will be a maximum height of 36”.   
Mr. Workman moved to approve the request as submitted, seconded by Mr. Browne:  ROLL:  Yes, Mr. Hopper Dennis Browne, Dennis Downing, William Dorman,  Diane Downing and Mr. Workman.   Abstain:  Mr. Bagocius.    Certificate of Appropriateness is Granted.  
Dennis Browne, 110 N. Canal Street – (Provide an Enclosure for Freezers and Shelves that are Currently Exposed Under a Rear Deck Area at the Rear of the Building):  Mr. Browne stated the dining area that was attached to Gockey’s is now converted back to retail space.  The other side will be for carry out only.  He is trying to renovate it and trying to sell the business.  As part of the renovation requirements of the health department, it requires  a three bay sink with grease trap and some enclosure in the back where the previous tenants had their freezers and shelving.    You will need to go outside to enter this enclosure.   He is requesting to enclose the back area, which would also accommodate the new three bay sink and grease trap.   It will be painted the same as the existing building.   
Mr. Workman moved to approve the request as submitted, seconded by Mr. Downing.   ROLL:  Yes, Mr. Hopper, Mr. Bagocius,  Dennis Downing, William Dorman,  Diane Downing and Mr. Workman.   Abstain:  Mr. Browne.  Certificate of Appropriateness is Granted.

Dennis Browne, 110 N. Canal Street, 110 N. Walnut Street (Provide for Parking in Backyard off of Fenn Place):  Mr. Browne stated he is having problems with parking due to an increase in employees of one of his tenants.  He has tried to alleviate some of the parking issues in the back of the building.    Mr. Browne stated there is room in the backyard for eight spaces.   There would still be side yard and would not affect the front yard.  He stated they would need to use a portion of Fenn Place to make the turn.  
Mr. Dorman was reviewing a drawing and said with the parking standard that they have, it would be called  90 degree parking and it requires 43’.  Mr. Dorman stated if they put the alley back in place, what standards do they apply to it, and is it still a public access?  
Mr. Workman stated he doesn’t feel this is a historical issue.   It is a planning issue.   
Mr. Belford stated the code stated any construction done in the historic district shall be reviewed by the Commission.  He stated it is construction, it is change of use for a walkway and it was part of the downtown improvement.  

Mr. Workman stated what they are looking at is if it is aesthetically okay to have a parking lot in the back of the building and is it aesthetically okay to move the stanchion and open up a portion of the alley and if it is going to be detrimental to the downtown area historically.  
The proposed parking spots Mr. Browne is proposing would be for private parking, which would free up 8 parking spaces for public parking.  

It was decided to table this matter until the next meeting.    Mr. Belford stated Mr. Browne needs to speak with Mr. Cozy and get a letter stating their position on the matter.  
OLD BUSINESS

Mr. Bagocius asked about an update on the Starfire station.   

Mr. Belford stated it was sold to Campbell Oil and they took possession of the property last Thursday.   They have been working on cleaning up the lot.   There hasn’t been any decision on whether or not they will be opening another station.  

Mr. Hopper moved to adjourn the Historic Preservation Commission.    

PLANNING COMMISSION

Mr. Workman moved to approve the meeting minutes of November 15, 2007, seconded by Mr. Schwendiman.  ROLL:  Yes, Mr. Hopper, Mr. Workman, Mr. Schwendiman.    Abstain, Mrs. Downing.  
OLD BUSINESS 
Discussion on Zoning Code Covering Swimming Pools:   Mr. Belford stated administration has approached him on tightening up the code on private swimming pools.   He stated there is a tremendous increase in the installation of soft side swimming pools.     Most are 36” high.   The current code regulates pools with a minimum height of 48”.   He wanted to know if they wanted to lower the height and require a permit and keeping the 48” fencing in place or if the Commission is satisfied with the code as written.   
Mr. Workman stated he thought it was agreed that they would lower it to 30” and for Mr. Belford to have the legislation to review at this meeting.  

Mr. Schwendiman asked if they require this on certain pools and not on others, could the City be held liable?    

Mr. Hopper stated originally when this code was put in place, the pools were not the soft sided pools, they had the hard side pools.   

Mr. Belford stated other municipalities require that any pool shall be protected by a fence with a minimum of 48” and equipped with a locked gate.  
Mrs. Downing stated she feels they need to be fenced.   
Mr. Workman stated in 1187.21 (b), regarding the fencing  they could take out in-ground pools and make all pools have to be surrounded by a 4’ fence or they could say that above ground pools shall have a sidewall/fence height of a minimum of feet that is solid, as opposed to softside pool.   
It was agreed to make the following changes:  1187.21 Swimming Pools, under (a) Public or private in-ground or above-ground swimming, wading or other pools having the minimum capacity to contain 26” of water depth shall require a permit, etc.  and under Section (b) Above-ground pools shall have a side rigid wall/fence height of a minimum of four feet.
