COUNCIL MEETING

Mayor John Grogan  called the May 15,  2007  City Council meeting to order at 7:00 PM in Council  Chambers at City Hall.   
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

ROLL CALL

Mr. Colaianni moved to excuse Mr. Crookston and Mrs. Cihon from the meeting, seconded by Mr. Deans.  ROLL:  Yes, ALL.

CORRECTING & ADOPTING THE RECORD OF PROCEEDINGS

Mrs. Zahirsky moved to approve the May 1, 2007  Council meeting minutes, seconded by Mr. Crookston.  ROLL:  Yes, Mrs. Downing, Mr. Deans, Mr. Colaianni, and Mrs. Zahirsky.  Abstain, Mr. Crookston.
REPORTS OF STANDING COMMITTEES  - Mr. Colaianni reported on the Finance Committee meeting that was held prior to the Council meeting.  He stated they discussed:  1) considering putting the income tax issue on the November ballot but including in the language the removal of the 2 mills; 2) restrictions on overtime and hours of part-time employees; 3) possibility of decreasing  Fire/EMS hours effective June 1.   He stated there was one thing that was not discussed at the meeting that was submitted to him was  considering looking at some issues for this year and possibly next year.  
CITIZENS’ COMMENTS – AGENDA MATTERS  -  None
REPORTS OF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICERS

SENIOR CITIZENS (Nellie Cihon) – Not Present.  
COMMUNITY SERVICE (Phil Kaster) –  Not Present.
FIRE CHIEF (Ray Green)  -  Chief Green distributed his monthly report.  He stated there were 78 calls for the month of April.  
POLICE CHIEF (David Frisone):   Chief Frisone reported the media has provided good coverage regarding the break-ins at local storage units.   Twenty units were broken into and property loaded onto a truck.  He stated thanks to one of our midnight officers who was looking out for the businesses, was able to catch the two suspects in the act.    They were Canton residents.   Lawrence Township assisted the officer.  It was a very successful case.   They have requested seizure of the truck and some of the tools used in the break-ins.  
Chief Frisone stated this week is D.A.R.E. graduation.  Officer Kosco has done an excellent job with this program.   The City has received the DUI Taskforce reimbursement for the month of March in the amount of $1,054 from the Perry Township Board of Trustees.   
Chief Frisone stated he attended the Child Abduction Response Team Regional Conference in Columbus.  A presentation  was given on “A Child Is Missing”.   It is a service that is offered to all law enforcement across the country.   If a child is missing, this organization assists local law enforcement by making telephone calls, up to 1,000 calls within a three hour period, requesting citizen’s assistance in looking for a missing child.   He is going to try to disseminate this to all adjacent agencies.  It is not tied to the Amber alert.  

ENGINEER –  
Canal Place:   Mr. Dorman reported they have done a third final inspection.  There are some punchlist items to complete.  

Fulton Landing:  The contractor is working very steadily installing sanitary sewer and construction of other public utilities.  They are expected to be working on that through June.

Countryview Condominium Community:  This has been reviewed by the Planning Commission and they issued a conditional permit based on a number of engineering issues that need to be met.  

Mr. Dorman reported he did a search on the Millhaven right of way.   He stated there are old records that go back to the 1800’s.  He stated some of the areas are questionable in some of the areas, especially abutting Riverview.  He stated there is a 40 or 50 foot right-of-way along the rear of those properties and then there is another right-of-way shown in some of the old records on the Township side of Millhaven.   It is an extension at one time that was connected to Millhaven before River Road connected to it.  The zoning departments has all the records on it.  

FINANCE DIRECTOR (Scott Svab) -  Mr. Svab stated he has included in the packet  two purchase orders for mileage reimbursement and an ordinance to transfer funds of the unappropriated funds to the fire balance to this year’s budget.   Mr. Svab stated the department had $18,469 carryover, so these purchase orders is from this and not  the original 2007 budget.  He stated for a matter of information, the department’s training and education budget was $6,000 this year.   Last year it was $12,000, so if Council chooses to approve the purchase orders it will be from the unappropriated balance carryover that will go to these firefighters that completed their training for paramedic.  It was an agreement that has been signed by Council in the past allowing them to do so.  

Mr. Svab stated he had previously requested all payroll checks effective June 1 would become ACH.   He stated many employees have complied.  There have been reminders put in individual’s paychecks to turn in their completed ACH form.  They have the ability to put funds in numerous accounts if they wish.  There is still some individual’s who have not completed the forms and is asking what direction Council will give for individual’s that don’t comply.   It was determined that those individuals that don’t turn in a completed form will need to pick up their checks in the Finance Department and will need to sign a receipt that they have received same.  

Mr. Svab asked about the billing for the fire department for Township residents.   The City has not received an agreement back yet from the Township.    It was 
determined that they would discuss this issue at the next work session with the Township.  

Mrs. Zahirsky moved to approve the 2007 Contract for Varney, Fink & Associates as recommended by the Finance Director, seconded by Mr. Colaianni.  ROLL:  Yes, ALL.  

Mrs. Zahirsky  made a motion that Council has received the expense report for the month of April 2007, seconded by Mr. Crookston.  ROLL:  Yes, ALL.  

CITY MANAGER (Mark Cozy):   Mr. Cozy stated reported that the  mylar for the Repland annexation had not been filed due to it was still in the possession of the former owner of the property’s attorney.  He was able to obtain it and submitted to the auditor’s office and mapping office last Friday.   Mr. Cozy commended CTI and Mr. Dorman regarding some issues he had with the mylar.     CTI was of great assistance in an update that needed done on the Repland mylar.  
Mr. Cozy stated the deed for the playground that the City is purchasing for $1 from Northwest Schools has been returned signed.    It will be recorded on May 16, 2007.  The City has been maintaining the property.   
Law Director Kincaid stated there are alleys that run through the property which the City might want to leave there for access that may be needed in the future.  There is an oil or gas storage easement on the property.   Those chemicals are stored under there, there isn’t any drilling rights.

He reported there was a group of volunteers that did some beautification work around the canal boat.  A new split rail fence and sign was erected.   They also authorized any city worker that wanted to assist.     He stated some cyclists came through that day that were from Mobile, Alabama and were on their way to Canada.   He was able to assist them in making lodging reservations in the Akron area.   
Mr. Cozy reported there is a potential buyer for the Warehouse on the Canal.  The prospective buyers are from Sharon, Pennsylvania and they want to put a bake shoppe, restaurant and some studio apartments.   The issue is they need 3-phase power for the ovens.  Mr. Mayberry has researched this and it will cost $7,000 for underground wiring and $3,800 for overhead.   The property owner is asking for assistance from the City and Mr. Cozy stated typically it is between the property owner and the buyer.    
Mr. Cozy stated he would like to commend Mr. Fred Fleming and the Park Board for taking funds out of their budget to purchase audio equipment for the Canalway Center.   They have applied for a grant but haven’t heard anything back yet.     Mr. Cozy stated he would like to see if the grant gets awarded if the Park Board can be reimbursed.   He stated the season is here and the Park Board decided to step forward and authorize money out of their funds to do this.  

Mr. Cozy stated Channel 3 is coming  Wednesday, May 16 to ride the canal boat.

Mr. Mayberry stated construction has been undertaken again on Discovery Park.   The walking path was asphalted and the fencing will be done by the end of the month.   They will then do the final grading and seeding.  

MAYOR (John Grogan) – No Report  

PARKS & RECREATION BOARD (Fred Fleming)   Not Present
Mr. Mayberry stated Discovery Park is almost finished.  The fencing should be done by the end of the month.  

Mayor Grogan stated there was a written report in the packet from Ms. McConnell, Canalway Center Director.  

LAW DIRECTOR (Dale Kincaid):  - Law Director stated the City has an ordinance that relates only to paramedic training reimbursement.  He asked if all  training should be included?  The current ordinance states if the firefighter receives the  training and  leaves the City in less than two years, has to pay a prorated pay back.  
Law Director Kincaid stated the City will receive the deed for the school playground on Cherry Street.   He stated there are alleys along it and suggested leaving them there for possible future use.  There is gas or oil  on the property with no drilling rights.

REPORT OF SPECIAL COMMITTEES - None
CITIZENS COMMENTS-Open Discussion (Five-Minute Rule) – 
Paul Bagocius, 451 E. Cherry Street:  Mr. Bagocius asked for an explanation on the reimbursement of mileage for the firefighters.   It was explained that they have previously paid for mileage, but the mileage was given to the Finance Director on a monthly or quarterly basis.  These individual’s turned all their mileage in at the end of their schooling.   It was stated the City no longer pays the mileage reimbursement.  
Mike Mouse,  406 Riverview Street:  Mr. Mouse asked how many days were involved in the paramedic training relating to the mileage reimbursement.   It was stated they go over a 12 month period and with class time and clinicals, it is five days a week.  
Mr. Mouse asked if it was every day?  Mr. Svab stated it depends on their class time, most classes being three times a week and then clinical in between.  They submitted every date they went class and clinical.  

Mayor Grogan stated unfortunately this mileage reimbursement came in all at once.  Usually in comes in increments.  Chief Green stated they have to commit to 28 hours a week or they will not make it through the class.  

Mr. Mouse asked Chief Frisone for the information relating to the vehicles in the department and the mileage per vehicle.  Chief Frisone submitted a copy to Mr. Mouse.
