Mayor Richard Harbaugh called the November 20, 2012 City Councii Meeling to order
at 7:00pm in Council Chambers, City Hall, Canal Fulton, Ohio.

REPORTS OF STANDING COMMITTEES

Sue Mayberry reported on the Public Service Committee in regards to changes
to the City's Signage Code. The current Electronic Message Center sign
ordinance was reviewed by the Planning Commission. The Public Service
Committee agreed that all changes were agreed upon except for Item four,
where they would like the time of movement for the message to remain five
seconds. The Law Director will be notified to make the change and then the
legislation will be on the next agenda.

Paul Bagocius reported on the Safety Commitiee on the noise ordinance. The
committee suggested that the Law Director draft legislation similar to Massillon
where a violation would be a minor misdemeanor,

Scott Svab reported on the Finance Committee in regards to their last meeting
on November 13, 2012. The meeting covered the 2013 budget and salary
increases. Minutes were also presented. James Goffe asked that there be
changes made to the minutes to include the item Chip and Seal to the Hatfield
Parking Lot be deleted and to include the $60,000 for the water debt fund for the
payment of the Northwest Waterline. The new budget packet does reflect that.
All committee members present accepted with the changes.

REPORTS OF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICERS

Senior Citizens — Dan Mayberry reported on the progress of the furnace and the
roof to the Center. Scott Svab commented on the recent luncheon at the Senior
Center for their volunteers. Scott said that we the Senior Center is a great benefit
to our community and that we don't realize what we have,

Community Service Coordinator - Monthly Report was included in the Council
Packet.

Fire Chief - Monthly Report was included in the Council Packet. Chief Durkee
reported on possibly putting a fourth person on duty at no increased cost to the

City. The Chief also talked about dispatching from the Red Center and that he
was doing research on the cost and details. Chief Durkee recommended and
encouraged the City to look into setting up a Fire District.

Police Chief - Monthly Report was included in the Council Packet. Chief Doug
Swartz commended the Fire Chief for looking into the Red Center for
dispatching. With the increased officers in place the Department is able to work
harder in looking for signs of drug activity. The Chief commended Officer
Antonides and Officer Josh Barabasch on their recent detective work. Chief
Swartz said that Mayor Harbaugh is for increased foot traffic with the officers in
the City and with the hiring of the new full time officers the possibility of that is
increasing.

Engineer/Streets/Public Utilities -~ Bill Dorman was not present. A written report
from Service Direclor Dan Mayberry was included in the Council Packet. Mr.
Mayberry reported that the last day for leaf pickup was November 21%, 2012. if
the need be for residents to dispose of leaves, they may be dropped off at 980
Water Street. Mr. Mayberry also stated that a trenching course was also being
offered at the City on December 6, 2012. Eleven members of the service
department will attend. Nellie Cihon commended the department on an excellent
job of leaf removal. Mr. Mayberry also stated that the Christmas Decorations
were in progress and in the future we may have to consider getting some new
decorations due to the deterioration of the existing cnes. The wreaths are good
for this year, but Council may want to consider looking into it.

Finance Director — Finance Director James Goffe reported that our income tax
collection is up 7.8% year to date. Danny Losch asked Mr. Goffe if we could
look into the estimated city manpower used for stamps, mailing and reminders
of bills and readings. Mr. Losch would like the City to look into possibly doing
some of these things online. Mr. Goffe said that he would do some research
and get back with Mr. Losch.

City Manager — Written Report was included in the Council packet. City
Manager Mark Cozy discussed the Disseclution of Milan Township and the
Public Meeting in regards fo the CEDA with Lawrence Township. He
encouraged Council to look into the matter and asked Council in what direction
they would like to go. Danny Losch said he would like to see the annexation
move forward of Lock IV. Mayor Harbaugh wanted to know how that would
benefit the City. Mr. Losch said that the benefit would be that the Park would
be in the City. This would also bring marketing possibilities to the City. The
City could work in conjunction with Stark Parks. The Mayor said if Mr. Losch
could show the benefit then he would be for the annexation, but until then, he
would not.

Sue Mayberry asked Mr. Cozy what the status on the LGIF grant was. Mr.
Cozy stated that the grant was still pending.

Subject: Service Directors Report, December 4, 2012

Safety Training- The Service Department Employees will undergo Competent Person
Training in Trenching and Excavating December 6, 2012. The course, sponsored by
BAKER CORP., will be conducted by an accredited instructor with field experience.
Baker Corp. is the supplier of our Speed Shore Equipment. Successful course completion
will be acknowledged with a certificate and wallet card. OEPA Licensed Operators will
receive 7.75 Contact Hrs. towards continuing education credits required for license
renewal.

Phosphorous Removal System- Ohio EPA has issued the Permit to Install the recently
approved the plans prepared by Michael Benza & Associates for the subject Phosphorous
Removal System. Staff will complete much of the work on this project, outside
contractors for electrical and concrete work will be retained as necessary.

Wooster Street Storm Sewer- The original scope of the project to address the storm
water runoff form the subject location will need to be modified. The project met
resistance from residents concerned with liability issues if they allowed the project to be
constructed on their private property. CTI Environmental had considered other solutions
such as improved infrastructure in existing right when corrective actions were originally
contemplated, we will revisit those alternatives.

Street Maintenance- The Street Superintendent attended a presentation covering several
new methods of maintaining road surfaces, Of particular interest was a technique known
as Micro Surfacing (Attached) we will be contacting TERRY Asphalt Materials, Inc. to
learn more about this system and receive cost estimates for several City Streets. Mayor
Harbaugh, Street Supt. Petersen and I visited a location in Stark County this past summer
where this technique was used; it is very impressive and less costly than pavement
overlay.



Utility Billing- Letters were sent to 140 utility accounts that were delinquent. Of that
number Utility Personnel hung 45 Shut Off Notices on customer doors due to non
response. To date 5 services are scheduled for Shut Off on November 29, 2012.

Fleet Maintenance- [ am attaching completed Maintenance Request and Maintenance
History Reports for your review. These reports represent the majority of work completed
by the Mechanic; there are some smali jobs that are not written up due to time
constraints. Presently a minimum of 8 hours per week are dedicated to Preventative
Maintenance (PM) with Emergency Maintenance (EM) completed as required.

Building Maintenance. The cupola on City Hail has been fitted with a new Smithsonian
Eagle Weathervane and received a much needed paint job, also the restroom facilities in
St. Helena Park and Muhlhauser Park have been winterized as required. These facilities
typically reopen in early to mid April.

2012 Leaf Collection- A total of 145 loads (1885 cu. Yd.) of leaves were collected by
the Street Department this year. Approximately 14 man hrs. per day collecting leaves
with an additional 2 man hrs. per day loading yard waste containers (two containers
per day) over an approximate 7 week period. This project totals 560 man hrs per
season. Time for emergency repair to the Leaf -Vac and manpower requirements have
not been included however this is common and extremely stressful; you could liken it to a
snow storm with no City snow plow on the road.

Snow Removal- The Street Department has gone over readied the Plow Trucks for
winter operations. Let it Snow!

Personnel Costs Appropriations Change

Council Department of the General Fund

The Council Department of the General Fund will have a shortage of approximately $100 when
the December Council salaries are paid. This is due to one of the payment to the Civil Service
Commission having been previously paid from this Department. The First Reading
appropriations legislation moves $100 of supplies monies in the Council Department Other
Operating Costs appropriations to Council Department Personnel Costs.

Canal Boat Fund

The remaining hours for the Canal Boat was under estimated in September. As a result,
Personnel Costs for the Canal Boat Fund were overspent by approximately $1,930. The First
Reading appropriations legislation moves $1,930 of appropriations from various Canal Boat
Fund Other Operating Costs line-items to Canal Boat Fund Personnel Costs.

2013 Health Insurance Renewal

Renewal of Current Plan

On Tuesday November 27, the Administration received notice of the premium increase to renew
our existing medical insurance plan. The premium increase is approximately 23.5 percent. The
existing budget before Council for a second reading included an assumption of 10 percent
premium increase. This premium increase would require approximately $35,150 of more
appropriations from the carryover balances of various funds.

The renewal rates include alternative proposals for the same plan but with higher deductibles.
The lowest premium increase of these proposals would be 14.3 percent if deductibles were
quadrupled. In order to ensure adequate appropriations for both the higher premiums and the

reimbursement of the higher deductible’s to the employees, which are required by the collective
bargaining agreements, the additional appropriations would be approximately $49,500.

Alternatives Being Pursued

Prior to the receipt of the renewal premium increase notice, the Clerk of Council and Finance
Director were already in the process of collective employee questionnaires in order to request
quote from other insurers through our existing broker and two other brokers. This information
has been supplied to the brokers, and we are awaiting the quotes.

When the City join the Stark County Council of School Governments in 2011, the City Manager,
Clerk of Council, and Finance Director met with the council of governments to learn about there
health insurance pool. At the time of our last health insurance renewal, the increased premium of
the pool until the City built up adequate reserves in the pool to be eligible for premium holidays
were cost prohibitive; once the City qualified for the premium holidays, the annual total
premiums would be comparable to our current rates. The initial and cursory inquire with the
council of governments in early November appeared to rule out the insurance pool due to the
significantly higher monthly premiums versus our current rates. In light of the 23.5 percent
premium increase for our current medical insurance plan, we will return to the council of
governments pool for a more detailed review. In the long-term, the low and stable premium rate
increases of pool may justify the higher initial cost of the pool.

Significant November Revenues

Stark Community Foundation Grant

The Northwest Senior Citizens Center forwarded the $21,360 grant from the Stark Community
Foundation to aid the replacement of the senior center furnaces and roof. I would like to thank
Councilmen Bagocius, City Manager Cozy, and Service Director Mayberry for their work on the
grant.

Estate Tax Settlement
When the August Estate Tax collections by Stark County were remitted to Canal Fulton in
November, we received a windfall of $14,860 of unanticipated revenues.

From the Office of the City Manager

City Manager’'s Report for December 4, 2012

1. Planning Commission Recommendations for Changes to
Electronic Sign Ordinance: As previously stated this new legislation

would make a distinction between electronic signs that have text only
and electronic signs that also display graphics. The text only
electronic signs would be treated like other signs in our zoning
regulations, except in the Historic District. The Public Services
Committee has amended the proposed legislation allowing sign text to
flash, rotate, and scroll etc. every 5 seconds instead of every 10
seconds as recommended by the Planning Commission.

2. Shared Fire/EMS Services: I spoke with Mike Stevens and then

Les Kamph and it appears that the Lawrence Township Fire
Department may be more open to working out of the city’s fire station
along with city firefighters (living together) than they were a year ago.
The two chiefs are going to get together to discuss details and the
Lawrence Twp Trustees will meet to see where they stand with this.
We should know more in the next few weeks.

The benefits of living together are: a more equitable sharing of
call-back costs with the township, less urgent need to replace
equipment due to greater efficiency, and more effective service with all
equipment and staff running out of one station, to name a few.

I like chiefs Durkee and Stewarts’ idea to begin staffing with 4
instead of 3 at their stations during the 12 hour peak times for EMS
runs. They both plan to absorb the cost within their existing budgets
by being more frugal with training expenditures and the anticipated
savings with fewer call backs. Living together will make this increased
staffing even more economically feasible.

I also like the idea of city fire dispatching going back to the RED
Center. Several months ago I asked Chief Durkee to look in to this.
Currently the township police, fire, and streets departments and the
city police and streets departments use the RED Center. We

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will have better communication between all city and township safety
and service forces to better handle any emergency if all services are
dispatched by the RED Center. The RED Center has updated their
equipment putting them on the same level as Cencom. Plus, the RED
is partially owned and operated by Canal Fulton. We are one of the
founding members. It was for this reason, and that Lawrence Twp Fire
decided to stay with the REC Center, that I recommended to council to
stay with the RED Center back in 2007 when it was decided to switch
Fire/EMS dispatching to Cencom. I think the benefits to our citizens
outweigh the initial costs. If we move forward with Living Together,
the overall costs savings achieved should cover the increased costs of
improved dispatching services.

3. Cherry-Locust Project: The city engineer and I met with
representatives from ODOT and we are on track to begin soliciting for

an engineer for the project at the beginning of next year once the city
budget is approved.

Volumetric charge per 1,000 gallons: $2.82

(3) User charges effective January 1, 2015:
Minimum charge: $20.25
Volumetric charge for 1,000 gallons: $2.82

(4) User charges effective January 1, 2016:
Minimum charge: $22.25
Volumetric charge per 1,000 gallons: $2.82

(b) Unmetered Usage

(1) User charges for unmetered usage shall be the monthly
Minimum charges stated in subsection (a} above plus Volumetric
charges of $12.69 monthly.

(2) User charges for meat processing plants shall be calculated at two
and one-half (2.5) times the monthly Minimum charges stated in
subsection (a) above plus Volumetric charges of $28.20 monthly.
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{c) Effective January 1, 2017 and each year thereafier all sewer rate charges
listed in the subsection (a) and subsection (b) shall be subject to yearly
inflationary increases based upon the Consumer Price Index (CPI) for the
immediately preceding calendar year.

(d) Each new connection to the City sewer system shall pay a “tap-in” fee to
recover a portion of the capital improvement costs paid previously by
existing users. This charge shall be paid at the time application is made for
connection to the system. For the purpose stated herein, the tap-in fee charge
shall be One Thousand Four Hundred Fifty Dollars ($1,450.00) per single
family equivalent (350 gallons of flow per day).

and shall meet the following requirements:

(1) Only one EMC shall be permitted on a single permanent pole or
wall sign per lot.

(2) An EMC shall contain no off site advertising.

(3) An EMC shall not exceed fifty percent (50%) of the permitted area
of the sign face. The overall size and height shall be in conformance
with all other applicable sign regulations.

(4) An EMC shall not flash, rotate, show animation, scroll or have the
appearance of moving more frequently than 5 seconds.

(5) An EMC sign that shows graphics or animation shall only be located
on a lot which contains a minimum of 200 feet of frontage, if pole
mounted or 100 feet of wall length, if wall mounted and are prohibited
in the Historic District.
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(6) Electronic Message Center signs in the Historic District are subject
to the review and approval of the Historic Preservation Commission
for design and appropriateness.
