Fire Chief. 

Chief Bob Hill reported that there will be a Fire Simulator seminar on Saturday, September 20th.  He urged Council members and anyone else who wished to attend this important educational opportunity to “feel the heat” of a real fire.

Director of Finance.


In the absence of a finance director, Mrs. Loretto gave the report and passed out the end-of-month statements.  A motion was made a seconded to acknowledge receipt of the statements.  (Voice Vote).  Yes – ALL.

Mayor’s Report.

The Mayor recommended  Rebecca Shimer be appointed to the vacancy on the Parks & Recreation Board.  Roll:  (Voice Vote)  Yes – ALL.


The Mayor then informed Council that they had received 55 applications for the position of Director of Finance.  He said he and the City Manager narrowed the field to ten and held interviews last week.  He asked that Council go into executive session to review the final four applications and hear the City Manager’s and his recommendations.



City Manager’s Report.


Mrs. Loretto said the City received bids for the leaf vacuuming system for the grant awarded to the City from the Bureau of Worker’s Compensation.  She said the low bid was from Dinkman, Inc. for $22,500.00.

Dennis Mayberry, Street Superintendent, answered several questions regarding this leaf vac system.  


She then stated that, with Council’s approval, they will be making a grant application to the Ohio Public Works Commission for the Milan St. waterline project.  She said they will also be making application to the O.P.W.C. for the resurfacing of South Canal St.


Mrs. Loretto also stated that the City has received their first grant application as a Certified Local Government and said that grants will be awarded for planning, surveying, acquisition, development, public education and printed materials.  She said this information will be presented to HPC and Planning at their next meeting.
